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Faculty:

Celebrating thirty-nine years in business, Sandra continues to bring new dimension to the dance arts of South Texas.  Halle Hamilton- Assistant Artistic Director- continues to give to the students her artistry, unique style, and creative choreography.  Patty Trombley returns as our Master Tap Instructor.  All assistant instructors are qualified in all disciplines.
Registration:

A non-refundable registration fee of $25.00 (per student) or $30.00 (per family) and 1st month’s tuition is required with registration form to reserve place in class.

Tuition:
· Tuition is payable monthly in advance, due by the 1st of each month and considered late on the 10th.  Tuition remains the same whether it’s a long (5 week) or short (3 week) month and regardless of absences, vacations, or holidays.  No refunds or adjustments due to absences.  Tuition is non-refundable and non-transferable.  Make-up classes are available for classes missed.
· A $10.00 late fee will be assessed to all accounts not current on the 10th of each month.  Late fees will be enforced.  No statements will be sent out, unless your account is past due.
· Tuition is based on the number of classes per week and on a 9-month session (August 29, 2011- May 26, 2012).
· If you wish to terminate enrollment, written notification is required before the 1st of the upcoming month.  Monthly billing will continue until The Dance Studio receives written notice.
· A $25.00 fee will be charged on all returned checks.

Attendance:

The only way to learn anything is to work at it on a regular basis.  Your place is reserved for you.  If it is necessary to be absent, PLEASE CALL The Dance Studio and notify us in advance.  Three (3) consecutive absences will cause the student’s dismissal from performances.  Make-up classes will be available.  After you enroll, we expect to see you for each class period you have chosen.  No-shows are no fun!

**The present enrollment period begins August 29, 2011 and lasts through May 26, 2012, a (9) month session.  
The Dance Studio takes all major holidays set by CCISD.  A note from the studio will proceed these holidays.

*Students attending one (1) class per week will be dropped from the recital performance if more than five (5) classes are missed within the 9 month session.

*Students enrolled in mandatory twice-weekly classes will be dropped from the recital performance if more than nine (9) classes are missed within the nine (9) month session.
*Students enrolled in three (3) or more classes per week will be dropped from the recital performance if more than thirteen (13) classes are missed within the nine (9) month session.

Performance and Recital:

A COSTUME WILL BE REQUIRED FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE SHOW AT THE PARENT’S EXPENSE.  Payment in full is required in December of 2011.  Costumes are ordered as inexpensively as prevailing prices and good taste will allow, solely at the discretion of the director.  Tickets will need to be purchased for the annual recital for all audience members.  
Recital Dates:  Friday, May 25 & Saturday, May 26, 2012 @ The Performing Arts Center at TAMUCC.  Dress rehearsals will be on May 23 & 24, 2012.  See our Bulletin Board for details in March of 2012.
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***DRESS CODES***
· All dress codes are strictly enforced.

· Proper dress for class is extremely important.  Teachers need to be able to see a dancers body in order to correct proper body placement and technique.
· Students must bring all dance shoes for each class in a proper dance bag.

· Dance shoes are NEVER to be worn anywhere BUT the dance studio floor!

· Hair must be secured in a bun (for Intermediate & Advanced level classes & Ballet/Lyrical) or a ponytail (for Beginner level classes) away from the face and off the neck.  All jewelry must be left at home.
· Cover-ups should only be worn to and from the studio.

· No cover-ups, T-shirts, or shorts allowed over leotards during class time.
· All dancers not properly dressed for class will be asked to sit out and observe.

Pinkle Toes Dance (Children’s Creative Dance & Ballet)- Ages 3 & 4:
Solid colored skirted leotard, pink or white tights, pink ballet shoes, hair secured in a ponytail or bun.

Girls Jazz and/or Tap:

Any style solid black leotard, pink or tan tights, and black Jazz and/or Tap shoes.  Black boy shorts or black form-fitting capri pants may be worn over leotard and tights.  Hair must be secured away from face in a ponytail (Beginner classes) or bun (Intermediate & Advanced classes).  Long or side swept bangs must be pinned back away from face.

Ballet/Lyrical: 
Any style solid black leotard, pink or tan tights, and pink ballet shoes.  Hair must be secured in a bun and bangs pinned back away from face.    

Jazz Fusion/Hip-Hop:

Any style solid black leotard, black jazz pants or black boy shorts with tan or pink tights underneath, and black jazz shoes. Hair must be secured in a ponytail or bun and bangs pinned back away from face.
Boys:
White T-shirt and black jazz pants.  Shoes:  If in Ballet, black ballet shoes.  If in Tap, black tap shoes.  

If in Jazz, black jazz shoes.

OTHER THINGS THAT MAY BE WORN IN APPROPRIATE CLASSES:
· Jazz / Jazz Fusion / Hip-Hop - Solid black Capri pants, solid color form fitting camisoles or shrugs.

· Ballet/Lyrical- Solid color form fitting shrugs, ballet skirts and black or pink leg warmers are optional, as your instructor may ask you to remove these items during class.

· Tap – Tap skirt (aka “flirt skirt”)
NOTE TO ALL DANCERS…
Each dancer must bring a dance bag with them to class.  In your dance bag should be all of your dance shoes, any dancewear you may need (it’s always good to keep an extra pair of tights), and hair accessories (ponytail holders, bobby pins, flip clips, brush, hair spray, etc).  Make sure to put your name in your dance bag and dance shoes.
